 This is a “fun” show for exhibitors and spectators alike. The intention is to exhibit originality and teamwork 
within the 4-H and FFA chapters by displaying a lamb and up to three chapter members in coordinating cos-
tumes. The sky is the limit where the imagination is concerned!

 1. ENTRIES: 4-H and FFA chapters or individuals (or groups of individuals) may sign up at Swine/Sheep 
Barn offi ce after arrival. 4-H and FFA groups from the same county may enter separately or together for this 
event or individuals (or groups) within the county may enter with no limit to the number of entries per county. 
 2. ELIGIBILITY: Lamb used in costume show must be offi cially entered and processed to show in the 
Market Lamb Show or Breeding Ewe Show at the GNF.
 3. RESUME: Each entrant must submit a resume, including the following information: 
  - Names of individuals participating in the entry
  - Name of 4-H and/or FFA group
  - A short description of entry, to be read by show offi cial during 
    presentation, not to exceed three (3) minutes in length.
 4.  NO. OF EXHIBITORS: A limit of three (3) junior exhibitors may enter show-ring with lamb(s) in this 
event.
 5.  LIMITATIONS: All care should be taken to ensure the lamb being dressed is not harmed or hindered 
from natural movement in any way by the costume.
 6.  JUDGING CRITERIA:
  A.  Costume Originality40%
The imagination is the limit. Special consideration will be given to entries showing exceptional thought to con-
veying a concept in keeping with the Georgia National Fair’s theme for 2009: “20 Years of Georgia’s Best”
  B.  Coordination of Costumes ........................................ 30%
Lamb’s costume should be coordinated with costume of junior exhibitors accompanying lamb in show-ring and 
all should convey the same concept.
  C.  Showmanship ... 30%
Entry should be exhibited to best display the concept represented by the costumes. Special consideration will be 
given to entries with exceptionally entertaining resumes to be read by show offi cial during presentation. Resume 
not to exceed three (3) minutes in length.
